Last November an exciting and
challenging opportunity presented
itself to C.A.R.E. The Springfield
City Pound was desperate for
somewhere to take their animals.
Pound Oificials were concerned
ihiat with their former resource no
longer available, and funds not
present (o creale an EH.'I.'IT'i[il'HI pro-
gram of their own, most of the ani-
mals impounded
unclaimed and be cuthanized after
five days. They then decided o get
help from an outside organization
that could place their animals. This

CARE., as an organizalion
that specializes in helping death
row animals. wanted to help these
animals. It fit our mission perfect-
Iy, The adoption center in

Republic was allowing C.AR.E. to
place more animals than ever
before, but even with the mobile

adoptions at PetsMart and
other locations, we were still
worricd about how many pets
we could place. After much
debate, the decision was made
that any animal we helped
would be better than if we did
nul:hing_: at ull,

November 13, 2002,
CARE. swarted rescuing as
many amimals as we could
handle. In the first month, 27
dogs and cats were rescued and
given a chance at a second life.

For the C.AR.E. organization,
this was just the beginning of a year
filled with highs and lows. As word
spread of the adoption center in
Republic, more and more animals
found homes. By the end of May
2003, 486 pets had be rescued from
the pound, and the Republic facility
had united 199 of these pets with
new families,

Evervihing was going befter
than could have been hoped for, and
the staff was looking forward to a
time when they would be financial-
Iy able to move to Springfield. Fate
had a different idea. C.A.RE.
told the shopping center we were in

wWas

was sold, and by June 15! we must
be out of their location. Frantically
the move was made to Springfield.
This move was financially draining
to the shelter and it seemed like the
new adoption center might have to
close. If this happened, the amount
of animals that could be rescued

would drop dramatically. With the
help of the community, word spread
about our new center. This publicity
brought in denations, more potential
adopters and C.AR.E. was able o
build up s resources again,

The central location was easily
accessible, bringing more visitors (o
the center than in Republic. This
increase in visitors led o 91 pets
being adopted in August, the highest
number for C.A.R.E.

lhanks to the hard work of the
C.ARE. staff, by the end of the
first year, 843 cats and dogs were
rescued from the Greene County
Pound, OFf these, 785 were placed
into new caring homes, with the rest
of the animals waiting for their um
to find a new family. The first year
working with the Greene County
Pound was decidedly more success-
ful than was dreamed by CARE.,
and the second yvear pronuses o be
even more successiul

At most pounds, animals not claimed by an owner in
five days are euthanized. This kitty had a different fate,

the cage, purring and reaching out her paw hoping
someone would give her a chance. On her third night
in the pound, she gave birth, Five beautiful kittens were
born. Two were black and white, one was pure black,
one was a calico and the last was a little tortishell cali-
co. Cynthla loved each of her babies and purred loudly
as she cleaned and nursed each one,

On her fourth day in the pound, the employees car-
ing for her began to dread putting her and her new-
borns to sleep. Fortunately on that day, a C.A.RE. vol-
unteer was scheduled to visit and choose new animals.
The pound employees asked this volunteer if there was
amy way the Rescue could take these kittens.

We set up
another temporary area at our
sanctuary and watched her raise
her babies into beautiful long
haired kittens. These kittens were

Mot long after her kittens were
old enough to start eating solid
food, a little black newborn kitten
was rescued by CAR.E. This poar
little kitten had been tossed into a
dumpster and left to die. The kit-
ten was too hungry and weak to
drink from a bottle. As a last hope,
we turned to Cynthla. Almost as

soon as we set him down, she started purring and
cleaning him. She curled around him and he began
to nurse. Eight weeks later, this mischievous little
kitten was ready to find a home just like Cynthia's
initial kittens,

With this kitten searching for a home, it seemed
that Cynthia’s job would be over. But, immediately
two more orphaned kittens needed her help. We
placed them in with her and at once she accepted
them, cleaning and nursing them as she had all the
athers.

Cynthia has been with us for 4 1/2 months car-
ing for those who need her help. In two more weeks
her last two foster kittens will be old enough for
adoption. Then it will be her turn to try to find a fam-
ily and receive as much love and care as she
showed all her kittens. This sweet cat deserves all
the love in the world.
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
