As | do every Monday and Thursday,
| walked down the long hall at
Springfield Animal Shelter. Kennels
filled with peering eyes lined the hall on
both sides. There must be forty hope-
ful dogs begging for attention. Some,
shy and withdrawn, huddle in the back

corners of their kennels shaking.
Others bounce off the kennel gates
with their tails wagging in the excite-
ment of seeing us coming. Perhaps
they hope to see their family coming
down the hall to take them back home.

Every rescue is the same. There are
more animals doomed to be destroyed
than our shelter has room and funding
to rescue. | must make choices. And
so the ritual begins... As | step in front
of the first kennel an officer unlocks the
gate and | go inside. Usually four or
more dogs fill each kennel space.
Each dog is special and unique, each
one deserving better than this.

Sometimes they lick my hand or sit
quietly at my feet. Some are so excited
to see me that they jump up trying to
kiss my face. They all win my heart but
I can only choose fourteen this day. |
choose two from this first kennel; an
older Shepherd mix who sits quietly
with such a kindness in his eyes and a
light tan Collie mix pup, so friendly he
climbed into my lap as | knelt down to
put our tag on him.

At each kennel | place a yellow tag
on the ones | will take; large, medium

and small older dogs and several pup-
pies of various breeds. Thirteen dogs
have been tagged. | enter the last
kennel and stand among five female
dogs. | can only pick one more. | con-
fidently choose a sweet little Cocker
mix who put one big wet paw on my
leg as she sat on the floor at my feet
patiently waiting for me to reach down
to pet her.

The officer thanked me and | headed
back down the long row of kennels try-
ing not to make eye contact with the
ones | didn’t choose. | noticed a sign
above a kennel usually assigned to
aggressive dogs. It said sick.

Curious, | peered in and saw a large
brown dog curled up to make himself
seem as small as possible. He looked
as if he'd given up on life. | asked the
officer what was wrong with him. He

didn't know but the dog had trouble
walking and was thin. He opened the
gate and as | walked in the dog strug-
gled to his feet. The big Great Dane
was so malnourished his skin literally
hung off of his bones. His eyes were
sunken and his knees weak.
| gently petted his head and whispered,
"You poor thing. How could someone do
this to you?" His tail slowly wagged and
he leaned his head against me. On this
day | would go back with one more dog
than we have room for at the shelter.
Eventually he would be called Gus.
And so his rehabilitation began; a veteri-

nary visit, dewormers, fluids, nourishing
food, vaccinations, a flea bath, a lot of
love and even more food! | have never
seen any animal enjoy his food more
than Gus.

After only a few days Gus and | had
formed a strong bond. He had decided
to follow me everyplace, even if it
meant breaking out of his play yard. It
was clear he needed someone to stay
with him at all
times until he felt
more secure. |
loaded him into the
van and went to
visit my parents
who have eighty
acres and three
spoiled dogs of

their own.

porarily foster Gus until he was well
enough for adoption. After two weeks it
was apparent that this was not going to
be a temporary arrangement. It was
difficult to tell who was more attached,
Gus or my parents and brother who
takes him for long walks and lavishes
him with attention.

Gus couldn't be happier to make this
paradise his permanent home, and my
parents are thrilled to make Gus a part
of their family. I'm thrilled to get to visit
him. Last visit | made, he was playing
like a puppy with plenty of energy to
jump and chase with the other dogs.
