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Communicating With Cats

Did You know a kitten only a few hours old can purr. Along with grunts, the first vocalization usually
heard from a kitten is the purr as they knead their mothers chest while nursing. This purring sound is

made while the cat is both inhaling and exhaling to keep a steady rhythm. Built
up pressure created by the opening and closing of the glottis results in a sudden

separation of the vocal folds, creating the purr.

The next most common and most used sound made by cats is the meow.
The meow (a vowel sound) is produced with the mouth open and then gradually
closing. The meow is seldom used for communication between cats but seems
tailor-made for the cat to communicate with people. Early on, cats notice that
meowing brings attention, contact, food and play from their human companions.
Certain cats alter their meows to suit different purposes. For instance, there may
be a distinctly different sound between the “I'm hungry” and the “let me out”

meow.

The sound cats make when excited or frustrated is called chirping (this sounds

much like chatter).

When a kitten is frightened, distressed, cold, separated from his mother or trapped, it issues a dis-
tress call. As the kitten matures, the distress call is used when play is too rough or the cat finds some-

thing else to protest.

All threat vocalizations are produced with the mouth held open. These sounds mirror the cat’s intense
emotional state. A hiss is uttered when a cat is surprised by an enemy. A high-pitched shriek or scream
is expressed when a cat is in pain or fearful and aggressive. Snarling is often heard when two toms are
fighting over territory or a female. While a long, low pitched growl warns of danger.

By changing volume, intensity and the number of repetitions in the vocalization combined with expres-
sive body language, cats communicate well with humans, cats and other animals to ensure that their

needs are understood and met.

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Trucker “Because He Just Keeps Oirucking”

At just 8 months oldlrucker suffed exteme head trau
ma though the actions of aushansville man. ©®March 4,
the Humansville élice Depatment found dhn Haynes, 41,
with a sestely injued dog aftereceiving an emergency call.

Haynes admitted to hitting the dog in the head with a ham

mer then using a nail gun to @rivails into his skull in an
attempt to kill himThe reason - the dog was aggie.
Conscious though dazthe heeler/hound mix was taken
to the Energencyet Clinic, whez Dr. BonnieToner DMV
peformed surggrto emove two 3" nails, one dem deep

into the skull and the other into his cheekbone, thenysurg ToP: Surgery to remove two 3" nails

to clean up and sutumultiple lacerations on his head ani
neck. Later he would keadditional surgerto emoe a
shatteed tooth. Be commented that it wa®pably one of
the worst cases of animaletty she had ew seen. I®
named the do§ucker "because he just keeps aoling".
The next fie days ere extemely painful foffrucker
requiring critical carand pain dlieers. Through it, he
shaved no signs of aggsion. D Toner een emaked,

"He's been the best dog, I'm just athaat his tempera
ment."

Once stabl@rucker waseteased to C.A.R.E.. eHvas
kept at the C.A.R.E.ddption Center forahabilitation due
to its close pximity to Dr. Toner $he has mvided contin
uous ca and supptrWe would like to extend a huge
thank yu to Dr. Toner Without her expéise and suppbr
Trucker pobably wouldn't havsuvived. Brtunately he's
doing vell, only losing sight in oneeegnd although initial
ly deemed dedfas stéed esponding to sound.g-has also
stated learning hand signals.

Through the whole pcesslrucker has been full of kiss
es and e for all his visitors and eayiers. Mt once has
he demonstrated the agggion for which &/nes claimed
his abuse was warrantedeo this claim, theolkk County
Prosecutor's office filed only one count of misdemean
abuse. Letters of outrage pdunto the prsecutor's office
pleading for a merseer punishmeniThey denied the let
ters saying they could noowr Haynes' actionser sadis
tic or caused mutilation, one of whicheiguied for the
felony animal abuse charge.

Haynes pled guilty to misdemeanor animal atheseaximum

6 month sentence wasduced to 15 days "shock-time" in the
Polk County &il, two ars unsupeésed pobation, during
which time he cannotwm or cae for an animal, and about
$650.00 in courcosts.flhe beaks his pbation, he will spend
the full 6 months in jail.
