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Surviving the Hurricane... 
also a Battle for Small Charities

We travel 180 miles every week to rescue animals from death row at other local shelters or animal control
facilities.  We go twice a week.  Last Monday our rescue included a sweet 10 month old Sheltie, a little male rust
colored Cocker Spaniel, a small black and white Chihuahua mix who is heavy with pups, a shy little Dachshund
mix and her three tiny nursing babies, a friendly Rottwieler mix, a beautiful 8 month old orange tabby kitten and
an overweight declawed brown and white female cat, among others.  We saved 29 lives on this one single trip.

All of the animals that we take would
be killed if we did not have money for gas
to go and get them or money for their
care.  We provide all of our animals with
needed medical care and all are spayed or
neutered and vaccinated before being
adopted into homes.  This is a huge
expense as each animal’s medical costs
alone are much more than our adoption
fee covers.  We house, feed and provide
daily care for well over a hundred animals
at our sanctuary and rehabilitation facility
near Aurora.   We drive animals back and
forth to our adoption facility in Springfield
and we have employees at that location to
care for the animals and do adoptions
everyday from 10 am. to 6 pm.   How do
we do it all on about 1/10th  the budget of
our local Humane Society?  It’s not easy
but we are a hard working group of dedi-
cated animal lovers.

We save money by soliciting for and
using donated items whenever possible.  We save by utilizing the efforts of dedicated people who volunteer their
time walking dogs, grooming, doing adoptions and  even cleaning up after the animals.  It is always a struggle,
we have learned how to make every penny count, but we always walk a thin line using all of our resources to
save the most lives possible, this means that the dollars donated each week or month directly affects the number
of animals we can afford to rescue.      

Did you know that C.A.R.E. is completely funded by private donations from people like you?  We do not
receive any funding from city or state.  We do fund raisers such as car washes, raffles, bake sales, and of course
the new thrift store but ultimately, it is the public's support and generosity that keeps us going and tails wagging
at C.A.R.E..

With such things as high gas prices, poor economy and so many devastating natural disasters, many people
simply don’t have the money to give to small local charities like C.A.R.E..  The fall holiday season is the biggest
time for charitable giving and we depend on this time of year for a huge amount of our income.  The income from
this season helps get us through the heating cost of winter and provides money for our spring rescue efforts dur-
ing the puppy and kitten season.

We have already seen a decrease in funding but the number of animals needing help remains the same.  It
breaks our hearts to turn them away.  With so many people giving to larger Katrina charities this season we are
worried about our immediate future and what this will mean to the homeless animals in our area.   We will strug-
gle through and we will continue saving as many animals as possible but as funding gets low so does the num-
ber of animals we can help.      

We know that because of the hurricanes many of you have given to large charities and it may be difficult for
you to give to us as well, but we truly need your help.   Remember that we appreciate any amount you can give.
We know how to make every penny count for the animals.  You can make a big difference even with a small
donation.

Thanks to our dedicated and generous donators we had the funding to give this
puppy “Adora” a warm bed, nourishing food and best of all, a chance to live.

Clair’s Corner
of Pet Tips

Did you know that it can take 30 days for the average dog or cat to adjust to a new home? It may
take longer for an animal that has been traumatized.  Many adopters have unrealistic expectations for
their new pet's adjustment.  They become discouraged and too often return the animal to the shelter with-
out giving them enough time to adjust.  

It is important to be prepared for the introduction.  Remember, each animal has a unique personali-
ty, and each reacts differently in times of stress.  You may want to hold and snuggle your new cat, but it
will likely hide under a bed or couch for several days while it gets use to the sounds and movements of
this new place.

A shy cat or feral kitten will feel more secure in a new environment if they are restricted to a small
space.  Keep them in a crate or cage that contains a bed, food and watering dish and litter box.  Place a
blanket or towel over the cage to provide them with even more security.  Gradually, as they become
acquainted with their new surroundings, remove the covering, exposing them to their new home, aim-
ing toward leaving the door open.  This method is especially useful when there are other pets in the home
that also need to adjust to a new friend.  

If you have a possessive or territorial dog in your home, introduce a new puppy or dog on neutral
territory, like a park.  Expect some growling, sniffing, nipping and yelping.  It is normal behavior.  Dogs
are not people, and may indeed behave like dogs.  Being pack animals, they must eventually establish a
pecking order.  It can happen quickly if one animal gives in readily or it may take a significant battle
with a clear winner before pack peace is achieved. Don't expect it to happen overnight.  

In most households the person is the pack leader.  You.  Once you, as leader, show the other pack
members that it is okay to accept the new arrival they usually come around.  During this time, help things
go smoothly by eliminating situations that might cause unnecessary strife.  Remove toys, treats or bones
that might cause an argument.  Do not feed from the same dishes.  It's a terrific idea to feed in different
rooms for a while. 

Even a house broken animal will have accidents while
trying to learn the routine of a new household.  At first a
separate litter box for cats is a must.  Kittens may need
litter boxes placed in several rooms of the house.  Young
puppies and kittens may not have fully developed blad-
ders and puppies will need to go out more often.  Some
dogs and puppies will be nervous urinaters and will drib-
ble when frightened or excited.  This usually passes with

I'm sure you will recall the horrible and heart wrench-
ing story of abuse that took place last March; of how John
Hayes of Humansville bludgeoned his neighbor's dog with a
hammer, then used a nail gun to shoot nails into the poor
animal's head. 

Miraculously, the dog survived the brutal attack and was
taken to a Springfield emergency veterinary clinic. It didn't
take long for the clinic staff and doctors to grow attached to
the affectionate pup they called Trucker, "Because he keeps
on trucking."  

Dr. Bonnie Toner requested C.A.R.E.’s assistance in pro-
viding the healer/hound mix pup with care and rehabilitation
over the next few months.  C.A.R.E. also accepted the
responsibility of finding the "perfect" home for such a
deserving animal.     

Despite C.A.R.E.'s efforts in seeking a felony charge

enjoyed long walks over the fifteen wooded acres of her home,
and romped with lots of new friends. Of an evening, Trucker
played with his toys, snuggled into a soft blanket and before
bed was given a Greenie treat, usually falling asleep before fin-
ishing it. "He really came out of his shell," Melissa comment-
ed. "Such a happy dog, his delightful personality just shines."

On October 10th, Trucker visited another potential
home.  His ears perked up and his tail was held high as he
made himself at home.  He acquainted himself with a kind
man and woman who welcomed him into their home with
gentle pats.  Then he gave kisses to their two lovely little girls.
He was also greeted by two very sweet dogs that were a little
older and smaller than Trucker.  The dogs had toys and treats
and looked very well cared for.  Both wore collars and tags.  

Tail wagging, Trucker explored the house, the deck and
the yard which was enclosed by a wooden privacy fence.  After
another visit and a three-day sleep-over, it was obvious that
Trucker had found his new, "forever" home.

On October 17th the final adoption papers were filed
and Trucker began his new life.  He will have everything we
wanted for him; playmates to share his time with, a soft warm
place to sleep, a safe yard to romp in, and best of all, a family
that will love him as much as he loves them.

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against Hayes, Polk County Prosecuting Attorney, John
Porter, tried the case as a misdemeanor and Hayes pled guilty
to misdemeanor animal abuse.  He served 15 days in the Polk
County Jail and was given two years unsupervised probation.

In spite of his abuse, Trucker proved to be an affection-
ate, loving dog who won the hearts of everyone who visited
him.  He looked forward to his daily walks and even took his
daily medication without a fuss.  

Trucker lost sight in one eye, and suffered hearing loss,
but recovered well and was soon ready for some professional
training to help him communicate with people in spite of his
deafness. He enjoyed his lessons but it was apparent that he
preferred playing and loving over learning hand signals. He
did eventually learn some signals.  Then, to our surprise,
Trucker regained some of his hearing!

Soon it was time to begin our search for a loving home
for Trucker, and we knew it would be a long, difficult process.
Because Trucker was an active, energetic dog it was important
for him to find a home that provided a warm inside environ-
ment and a large, safe fenced in yard for play.  Trucker com-
plicated things by proving he could climb a chain link fence.
We knew his new home needed a wood privacy fence.

We began our search with detailed applications.  Phone
interviews were next and finally in-home visits.  During this
time, Trucker lived with C.A.R.E.'s director, Melissa.  He
