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Declawing... Not The Only Solution
We would encourage people to think twice before declawing their feline friend.  Many cat owners and

cat adopters have a misconception that declawing is the only option if they want an indoor cat that will
not scratch furniture.  

Yes it’s true, cats love to use their claws.  They will scratch to
mark territory, scratch to exercise, scratch to shed their old claws,
and scratch just for the fun of it.  This is an important part of
being a cat.

In the United States declawing is viewed as a simple routine
feline surgery, but the declawing process is considered so cruel
that it is banned in many other countries.  It involves a surgery in
which not just the nail but the first bone of each toe is removed.
This could be compared to amputating human fingers at the first
knuckle.    

Too many people don’t realize that the majority of cats can be
easily trained to scratch in appropriate places, like a scratching
post or pads.  In addition, trimming a cat’s nails regularly can help deter cats from scratching as often.
Declawing is a drastic solution to a problem that can be easily and humanely resolved in other ways.
Sadly many people make no attempt to teach their cats before they resort to declawing.

Cats naturally claw predominate objects in their territory.  If not provided with an adequate surface in
the house they will choose their own, so it’s important to provide cats with at least one scratching post.
Look for a scratch post with a solid base, sturdy and tall enough to allow for a good stretch.  Place the
post somewhere that the cat enjoys being, possibly in front of a window (cats love a good view) or in a
heavily trafficked area.  Rub catnip all over the scratching post and leave toys around it.  You may want
to provide more than one scratching surface (untreated tree bark and sisal are good choices).  Finally if
you need to discourage the cat from scratching in an unwanted area place double-sided tape or bitter
apple spray on any inappropriate places your cat has been scratching.

If you are considering declawing your cat please exhaust all other options first and view declawing
only as a final resort.  We know your cat will thank you for it.

Spring, the season of new life, is a fun time to shake off the winter funk and
run around in the blooms. Spring also brings many new litters of puppies and
kittens.  Puppies and kittens are terrific additions to willing and wanting fami-
lies. But, as we know, sometimes these litters are not wanted. Right now, you
can prevent your pet from having an unwanted litter. Some breeds can have up
to 12 puppies!

You might not realize, but a dog or cat can start reproducing as early as five
or six months old! This means before you even realize your baby has grown up,
it’s having babies of it’s own. Most vets will spay or neuter starting at four
months old. Vets for the shelter spay or neuter beginning at eight weeks depend-
ing on weight and size of the animal. The C.A.R.E. shelter has 100% of its ani-
mals altered before adoption.

It’s better for your pet to not go through a heat cycle or have a litter before
being spayed. The spay surgery decreases the risk of mammary tumors and can-
cer of the uterus in females. Having your male pet neutered decreases the risk
of prostate cancer and testicular tumors. 

There are other benefits besides just health benefits. Neutering reduces male
cats from spraying your house. Also, keeps your male dog from wandering the
neighborhood. Spaying your female pet means you don’t have to worry about

heat cycles. You won’t have to try to find
new homes for all the newcomers.
Remember that there are not enough homes
for all the litters born each year.  The num-
ber one cause of death for dogs and cats
remains euthanasia.  This is because of pet
overpopulation.  

As you can see, altering your pet is not
only a benefit to you, but also  reduce the

Even though she was a “fixer upper”,
we loaded her into the van and took her
to the shelter.

The next day, Daphne visited to the
vet. He diagnosed demodex mange,
which had progressed to a secondary
skin infection. If that wasn’t enough, she
also had a temperature and several
types of internal parasites.

In only forty days of care at our
sanctuary, Daphne was cured of her
mange and the parasites.  Her coat had
grown back and her confidence had
improved dramatically.  Healthy at last,
she was spayed and put up for adop-
tion. 

There were many interested families
at our adoption center. We took multiple
applications and found the perfect
home. Daphne is now a spoiled rotten
indoor dog who gives as much love to
her family as they give to her.

Shelter  Adoption  Center
LOCATION
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C.A.R.E.’S Adoption Center in Springfield lost power for
several days during the ice storm and remained closed to the pub-
lic.  Of course, the cats and dogs still needed regular attention in
spite of the lack of power! 

Employees and volunteers came to the Adoption Center sev-
eral times a day to walk, feed and clean.  Because of their help, all
the animals at the Adoption Center came through without inci-
dent and we would like to thank our staff and volunteers who

The sanctuary is located on 15 wooded acres providing shade
for the shelter dogs and cats during the summer.  However,
during the ice storm limbs crashing on outbuildings, kennels
and fences did a great deal of property damage.  One limb fell
through the roof of a kennel building causing substantial dam-
age. The roof and approximately 50 feet of chain link fencing
will have to be replaced as soon as possible.  The clean up of
broken tree limbs and debris is on going.  The good news is
that no animals were harmed during this difficult time.

The January ice storm may be just a bad memory, but its
devastating effect on C.A.R.E.’S shelter and sanctuary is still
evident.  Immediate repairs to the shelter are being funded
using money budgeted for other necessities.  These repairs
must be completed for us to function normally and to contin-
ue rescuing animals from certain death.  If you would like to
help us with the cost of repairs from the ice storm, please send
donations to: P.O. Box 215, Aurora, MO65605.

We would very much like to thank Twila Hillme,
Managing Broker at Murney & Associates Real Estate,  for the
donation of a generator.

managed to take great care of our adoptable pets under trying cir-
cumstances.

At the time of the storm, approximately 170 animals were
housed at the sanctuary located near Aurora; Melissa Sartin,
Director for C.A.R.E., lives on the sanctuary grounds enabling us
to provide round the clock care to the animals - some of which
require medication several times a day and through the night.

In preparation for the storm Melissa stockpiled animal food,
cat litter, blankets, straw and wood chips for bedding along with
emergency medical supplies.  The sanctuary is located in a rural
area and we had an idea of what to expect. However, what arrived
was more of a challenge than anticipated. 

Power outages happen occasionally during the winter but this
outage lasted for almost nine days!  No electricity also meant no
water as the well pump is powered by electricity.  The roads were
blocked by debris.  So, all water had to be carried uphill in buck-
ets from a nearby creek.  After several days the National Guard
cleared the roads and we were able to transport water in a 200 gal-
lon tank from friendly neighbor’s a few miles away.
